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“My  Grandma  bought  me  my  first  table  tennis  table”  Will  told  me  
proudly.
“When I was eight years old I had cancer for about two years and had  
chemotherapy on and off through that time and recovered when I was 
ten and as part of my recovery I played quite a bit of table tennis  to get  
active again  and that’s why she bought me a table because she thought  
it would be an easy sport to play, but she was wrong!” added Will.
However, when venues like Beijing Paralympics roll off the tongue when 
talking about Will then maybe Grandma was not too far off with her 
judgement and, in fact, it is more than likely she was spot on as to what  
would be good for young Will.
Sadly  Grandma  has  since  passed  away  and  has  not  been  able  to  
physically enjoy Will’s successes which have been many over the years.

 Will joined Kent Men’s Team of able bodied  
players and much dedication after that time  
now sees Will  currently playing in the Avon 
County Team.
Will  has  a  rare  congenital  disorder  called 
Arthrogryposis which has affected all four of 
his limbs.
Will  has  accepted  the  challenge  of  this  
disability head on, and, as it will be quickly 
realised,  nothing is  looked on by  Will  as  a  
"cannot be done" scenario.

Will  was  selected  to  play  for  Great  Britain in  the  2008  Beijing 
Paralympics and it took world No. 1 Jochen Wollmert to remove Will  
from the medal contention but since then Will has undauntedly taken on 
the best in the world and won well with many medals being accrued by  
this modest young man who hails  from East Sussex.
