Website

Steve updated that the website was now up and running http://www.budsandsuds.org  and is getting about 30 hits a week at present. Steve did also highlight the fact that having spent a good sum of money and a lot of Ian’s time to build a good website we need to keep adding content. At present most content is what Wesport and the local authorities have put on and this was not what we originally wanted.

In terms of the directory Alison said that each local authority had had 1000 copies and they have gone out via schools, leisure centres and libraries. Pamela added that the DART teams for North and South Bristol would be a good place to get them out and they are based at Blackberry Hospital.

Sue updated that Ken Thorne who has been coaching locally for 20 years has been elected to the BJA Special Needs Commission and has been involved in organising the GB team for an event in Munich. This is for L1 and L2 players and it is hoped that at least 3 local players will be included in the team.

Grants

The process of how grants are distributed was discussed again and it was agreed that we wanted the money to be used rather then sit in the bank. BUDS and SUDS would give up to £2,500 in any year with individuals getting up to £250 and groups up to £500. Proposals need to go to Steve for SUDS and Jay for BUDS. It was agreed that Ian, Mike, Alison and Steve would look at SUDS bids while Ian, Jay, Alison, Mike and Sally would look at BUDS bids.

The need to get UWE to support us again to keep finances healthy was discussed.

Finances

Ian reported that Kate grey had been given £250 towards her training costs for the Olympics. He also said that SUDS accounts were healthy and we had just received £2,000 for MSC. The bid to the Inland Revenue to become VAT exempt had been turned down.

Mike reported that BUDS currently had £7,000 in the bank and part of a £1,500 grant from St Monica’s needed to be spent.

Jackie Abrahams 

Jackie recently ran INSET training at Florence Brown using the hydro pool. National Curriculum module 1 for disability swimming is linked to PESSCL funding.

Pamela Galloway

Pamela has set up a number of school and pre school drop in sessions in the Bath area and also runs two adult groups. She is training up as a Halowick lecturer in October. She works one to one or in small groups to learn to win and improve water confidence. She has worked with a range of disabilities but has more experience with physical disabilities. She charges about £35 and will travel.

Keith Ripley

Keith has supported a canoe club in Clevedon at Maira Lake who want to be inclusive. Judy Cockwell had given up her fight to become a sea coach as no one would support but the club does have a visually impaired sea coach.

Paul Arnold

Football sessions are being run by the GFA throughout the summer at Henbury and Ashton Park. There have recently been 3 wheelchair football tasters at Henbury with 7 people taking part. The FA have set up a centre of excellence at U17 level to run for 20 weeks from October with trials being held in September. There are 10 place for SG and 10 for Bristol and it will be linked to England LD and CP set ups.

Jay will run a junior session at Pen Park and Mike already has one running at Downend linked into Bristol City.

Paul also reported he has linked with Alison to look at disability academies across the WISE site.

Mike outlined a number of new sessions Ability Sports are running.

Mike is also developing holistic session in Brislington linked to a number of therapies and broader leisure activities including Skyline promotions who are running outdoor activities.

Sessions are aimed at 19-25’s and will run at Wickley Youth Centre. A braod programme will run on Monday and Fridays 10-12 and 1-3 with both group work and 1 to 1 programmes. Mike is looking to promote social interaction including dating.  

Mike added he recently got an email from Wilf Wharton who used to be SUDS’ chair. Wilf is currently working with adults with learning difficulties in New Zealand.

Pete updated on Paul’s Place activities saying they recently took part in a Dragon Boat competition coming 15th out of 35 with two disabled people in the team. They have also been competing in the national Boccia League wit the final due to be held in Nottingham in September. 

Shaun has been playing for England in Austria but the main team just got 1st and 2nd in Vancouver so he will struggle to make the team.

Paul’s Place have been taking part in Yoga and Dane Therapy supported by some grants while July and August are busy with It’s a Knockout, Sailing, Quad biking  and fishing all taking place.

On a more strategic level a group called Matrix is supporting PP with getting planning consent, Avon and Somerset Police are supply PP with new volunteers and Carl Skuse is the groups new patron.

Ian has almost finished the first newsletter that he will get out to local libraries and leisure centres. He suggested we get Richard Palmer former president of the BOA involved in the groups. Richard has many local and national contacts in he world of sport.

In terms of his table tennis Ian has taken part in recent competitions in Crewe and Grantham but needs a coach to really take his game forward.
