Website

Treasurers report

Special Olympics

Sue talked about the ambiguities in the eligibility criteria for selection for the Special Olympics in that although an IQ of 75 is seen as a cut off point a number of exception exist meaning very subjective views come into play. This is open to abuse and uncertainty. Sue also talked about the Leicester games that are coming up and the need to identify potential competitors early. Keynsham Mencap will not be putting in a big team as before.  

Breakthrough/Time4 Carers

Steve outlined two programmes he manages that support vulnerable people in the community.

The Breakthrough Project works with socially excluded young people in South Gloucestershire by providing mentors to give them weekly support. The mentors work to engage the young people through activities such as sport or art. There have been some fantastic examples of life changing relationships and this was recognised nationally when the project won the CSIP Children, Young People and Families Award in December.

The project is now running in BANES with hopefully Bristol and North Somerset to join shortly. SUDS have put £1,000 toward the project for the last two years to pay for mentors and it was agreed that another £1,000 would be put in. It was also suggested that £1,000 was contributed towards Young Carers in Bristol to match the £2,000 they have agreed to put in to get things up and running and build relationships in a new area.

Time for Carers is another project being run in South Glos that seeks to support carers of adults by offering sport and leisure activities. We now have 50 carers receiving support with more joining all the time.

Sue updated on a number of events. Chris got gold at a recent competition in Holland. Swimming—The time at Henbury has changed to 4-5 from 6-7 whislt a coached session at Horfield will start on Wednesdays 10.30-11.30. Jay hopes this group can work towards the Special Olympics. It was asked if BUDS and SUDS could both contribute £250 towards the cost of taking a team to the Special Olympics in Leicester.

Boccia—On the 24 and 25th of April a competition will be held and Jay hopes to form a club as a result of this.

Football—Bristol Rovers have got ability counts funding and will be running a number of sessions at Almondsbury. Team SG have been awarded Chartermark Status. It may be that when Team SG’s funding ends Jay looks to merge the two teams.

Holiday Programmes—Jay is organising holiday days at Henbury, ashton Park and City Academy including one that is just disability specific.

Cricket—Mike Bailey is linking to set up sessions in Bedminster and Frampton Cotterill. Paul’s Place will be involved and Steve suggested Vicky Barlow as a potential coach. A table top cricket event was held in December with 8 teams taking part.

SLM—IFI will go in at Easton, Kingsdown and St Paul’s
