BUDS and SUDS  Action Plan.

Mike went through each point on the action plan and invited comments.

1. Multi Sport sessions

Alison and Steve explained that we have 4 clubs on our new promotion poster but it is hoped this will grow. Sessions in Keynsham and proposed sessions in Winterbourne and Mangotsfield to be added. 

It was stated that our aim was to have good coverage in terms of both different days of the week and different geographical venues.

Mike then extended the conversation to possible adult multi sport provision with St Pauls and Ashton Park mentioned as possible venues. Mike would like to link into educational courses and make it viable for a coach to remain at one venue all day.

The view was expressed that there is already a lot of adult provision and that any poster should highlight key contacts and website addresses rather than list sessions.

2. Website
Steve outlined that he had got quotes from 4 companies and it was hard to judge quality via a telephone conversation so his inclination was towards the cheapest quote that was for £1,000 from a local company. The company had knowledge of the DDA and are local and available for meetings.

It was suggested that Steve ask for website addresses for other sites they have designed and to include these in the minutes for other members to look at.

It was also suggested we contact Steve Nelson and Andy Steckbeck for a contribution towards the website.

Please look at the website and give comments on their work by the end of March or it will be assumed we are happy to proceed.

3. Directory

Alison said that confirmation of funding was dependant on the new structure of WESP/Sports West but she was confident funding would be forthcoming. A decision should be made early in the new financial year.

4. High Performance Sport

Steve talked about football and athletics being 2 main focuses and that sessions and competitions had been identified for both. Sue said that Judo should be added and Pete talked about the difficulties faced by a young man he supports who plays Boccia for England.

The discussion then focused on the issue of funding for individuals and groups who play high level sport. Pete said one competition had cost £1450 and that any funds ran out very quickly. Sue added that supporting Chris came to several thousand pounds a year.

It was therefore decided that both SUDS and BUDS would allocate some funds to support high performance athletes. The group decided that each Union would have a cumulative limit of £1,000 to be given out before the next meeting with a maximum individual grant of £250 and group grant of £500.

It was also stipulated that only athletes or groups competing at national level or above would be able to apply.

Sally added that international athletes were eligible for a card to use Bristol facilities for free while Jay talked about reduced rates for some disabled users as part of IFI.

5. Coach Development

The need to mentor coaches in mainstream club was seen as a high but long term priority. Sue added that developing disabled coaches should also be a priority.

Lynda said that Jay had work with Almondsbury to write an Awards for All bid to develop the disability tennis sessions at the club. The bid is in and an acknowledgement has been sent back to Almondsbury saying a decision will be made by mid April. 
Jay then added that the new block of tennis sessions will start at Next Generation on Tuesday 28th February.

Sally Ellis

Sally talked about the two new centres in Bristol at Horfield and Henbury. Each centre has good accessibility and will run a number of inclusive sessions and be involved in the IFI.

Paul’s Place

Pete outlined that Paul’s Place are trying to raise £700,000 to have their own building. It is also hoped they will add activities for 16-18 year olds to their activity programme.

Jane Whittuck

Jane reported on the regional Table Top Cricket event at Gloucestershire Cricket Club. 9 schools took part with 6-10 pupils each. Gloucestershire CC and the Youth Sport Trust supported the event.

Jay Lee

Jay said that the BUDS football team have got £1500 from the St Monica Trust and the team was in negotiation to take the Bristol Rovers name.

Jay also said he has set up a Boccia tournament for players across the area and hopes to form a new club at Henbury.

Sue Summerhayes

Sue talked about her new role as Chair of South West Special Olympics. She asked if SUDS and BUDS could become umbrella organisations for athletes wishing to take part in SO from the area. It was agreed that the Unions would pay £30 so 16-25 athletes could affiliate.

Sue also said that there is a gym session taking place at Fitness First and a Judo tournament coming up in May.

Mike said he was interested in Wiltshire and Glos also acting as an umbrella for SO athletes in that area.

Steve Spiers

Steve highlighted dates for the new football session at the Ridings and that Bradley Stoke was also becoming an IFI site. Lastly Steve told the group that unfortunately Jay and Lisa have been made redundant due to funding cuts in Community Care. Steve thanked Jay for his work and asked Alison to talk about his new role.

Alison Finn

Alison said that Jay had successfully got a job in her team of community coaches. Alison explained that she hoped that Jay would be able to continue much of his current work but that it would take a while for his new work programme to become established.

Alison also added that there is a volunteer fair art Ashton Park School on Monday 6th March 6.30-8.30.

Mike Robey

Mike said ASA in partnership with RNIB and Glos FA were piloting sessions for visually impaired football players aged 8-16’s. Due to start on Saturday 11th March between 11 am –12 pm at St Paul’s Community Sports Academy, Bristol. He needs another coach and Tori Barlow and Chris Summerhayes were suggested. 

ASA is starting football and multisports for under 16’s at The Ridings School, Winterbourne on Sundays 10 – 12 from 2nd April. 

Mike suggested an end of season football competition and awards evening for the local teams. Eg. Bristol City, BUDS, Team SG, Bristol Active Life.
